e Communicate information to tailor and align DoD survey programs with
USD(P&R) initiatives and DoD objectives, including strengthening and
promoting individual and mission readiness, family support and well-being.

® Meet at least semi-annually or when called by the chair.

® Provide content and planned dates of surveys, before fielding, to fellow ISSCC
members.
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
